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Klaus vom Bruch – Memories Of A Paper Streamer
4 February – 19 March 2016
The book “Memories Of A Paper Streamer" is an accumulation of bright, sudden and witty inspirations and ideas. Gallery Françoise Heitsch exhibits Klaus vom Bruch's latest photographic works derived from the book of the same title. His cycle “Children of Paradise” analyses and celebrates the Bohemian world of the 1970s as an ethnographic field.

Klaus vom Bruch's new photographic series “Invisibles” plays with the relationship of photographic signs to reality as well as the textual ideas of the French author and comedian Alphonse Allais.

Compared to iconic signs, photographic images – the indexical sign par excellence – do not evoke visual associations, but stimulate one's immediate imagination instead. In this case, a written sentence is graphically juxtaposed with another sign (here, a nearly invisible image) in analogy to this very sign’s respective aspect of significance, whether it might induce notional or object-related assertions. The interpretant, which is always constituted during the relevant semiotic process, decides the relation that will eventually be actualised. 

For those who are less interested in semiotic triangles, a mere white quadratic photograph and a separately written line are visible on the wall. The format is reminiscent of an oversized Polaroid photograph. With the text in mind, the spectator him/herself is able to identify the image's emerging motive solely through its glossy and enhancing overprint. Associations and expectations configure the seen work and the visual wit.

In 2015, while examining Kazimir Malevich's black square, an inscription in the bottom paint layer stating “Negroes Battling in a Cave” was detected. Correspondingly, the white square is based on the following text: “First Communion of Anaemic Young Girls in the Snow.”
